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17. Administrator to act under control of the Regulator.-( I) The 
Administrator shall manage and conduct affairs of the trade organisation under 
supervision and control of the Regulator and in accordance with the rules, if any, 
made in this behalf by the Federal Government and, until such rules are made, in 
accordance with such directions as the Regulator may, from time to time, give. 

for-
(2) The rules and directions referred to in sub-section ( I) may provide 

(a) the appointment of an Advisory Committee consisting of persons 
se lected from members of the trade organisation to assist the 
Admi ni strator in discharge ofhis functions; 

(b) holding of elections for the purpose of reconstitution of the Executive 
Committee at any time considered appropriate before expiry of term 
of appointment of the Administrator; 

(c) com pi iance with provisions of the Ordinance to the extent applicable 
to the trad(: organisation except those relating to laying of the income 
and expenditure account and reading of the auditor's report in general 
meeting; 

(d) withholding, during the period of supersession of the Executive 
Committee, of the general meeting of the trade organisation other 
than the meeting to hold elections for reconstituting the Executive 
Committee; 

(e) conduct of any business, during the period the general meeting remains 
withheld, which requires approval or assent of the members at a general 
meeting; 

(f) the pay, .:llowances, remuneration and other priv il eges, of the 
Administrator and members of the advisory committee; and 

(g) such other matters as are necessary for efficient management of 
affairs of the trade organisation. 

(3) Any expenditure incurred in connection with management of a trade 
organisation by the Administrator, including pay, allowances and remuneration of 
the Administrator and members of the Advisory Corhmittee, shall be met as expenses, 
and be a charge on the income, of the trade organisation: 

Provided that the Federal Govemment may allow remuneration, honorarium 
to and re-imbursement of actual expenses incurred by the Administrator in connection 
with performance of his functions to be met from the Trade Organisations Fund. 
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18. Restriction on suits against trade orga nisations.-Notwith ­
standing anything contained in any law for the time being in force or in the articles 
or memorandum of a registered trade organ isation, no suit or other legal proceed ings 
re lating to affairs of a trade organisation shall be instituted or commenced in any 
court except 1-1 igh Court. 

19. Compulsory membership of trade organisations.-( I) Notwith­
standing anyth ing contained in any other law for the time being in fo rce or in the 
art icles or memorandum or association of any trade organi sation or other company 
or in any agreement or olher instrument, the Federal Government may,-

(a) subject to any rules made in thi s behalf, by order in wri ti ng, direct any 
firm, company or other concern engagetl in any trade, commerce, 
industry or service to be a member of registered trade organisation 
spec ified in the order; or 

(b) if it considers expedi ent in the interest of' trade, commerce, industry, 
or service. by not ificat ion in the official Gazette, direct a ll such firms, 
companies or concerns or any class thereof engaged in trade, 
commerce, industry or service, as may be specified in the notification 
subject to exception i r any, to be members of the reg istered trade 
organisation or organisations spec ified in thi s beha lf in such 
notillcation. 

(2) Upon the issue of an order or .!)Otifica tion under sub-section (I), the 
registered trade orga nisation concerned shall admit as its member any fi rm, company 
or concern directed to be its member by such order or noti fi cation. 

20. Restriction on membership.-( I) No person shall be a member of 
more th an such number of trade organisations as the Federal Government may, by 
noli fi cation in the official Gazette, spcci fy in this behal r. 

(2) A person convicted for any offence under thi s Act shall not hold , or 
be el igible for holding, any office in a regi stered trade organisation unless a period 
of five years has elapsed. 

2 1. Appeal.-( I) Any person or trade organisation aggrieved by any 
dec ision or order 0 r the Admin istralor may, withi 11 fou rteen clays of C0lll111Lin ication 
or such decision or ord~ r, prefer appeal to th e Regulator. 

(2) Any perso:1 or trade organisation aggrieved by any dec ision or order 
o r the Regulator may, within fol:t rteen days of communicat ion of such decision or 
order, prefer appea l to the Federa l Government whose dec ision, subject to sub­
section (4), shall be fina l. 
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(3) On appeal under sub-section (I ) the Regulator or, as the case may be, 
under sub-section (2) the Federal Government may suspend the operati on or 
execution of the decis ion or order appeal ed against until the disposal o f' such appeal. 

(4) Any person aggrieved by the final order or decision oi' the Federal 
Government, invo lving·a question o f law, may, within th irty days of such order or 
decis ion, pre fer appeal to the Hi gh Court. 

22. Delegation of powers.-( I) The Federal Governm ent may, by 
notification in the ollic ial Gazette, direct that all or any of its powers under thi s Act 
shall, in re lation to such matters or subject to such conditions as may be specifi ed 
therein , also be exerc isable by the Regulator. 

(2) The Regulator may, by order in writing, authorise the Admin istrator or 
any other officer to ex0rc isc and perform any of his powers an d !'unctions under 
this Act. 

23. Fed eral G overnment ma y carry out functions of th e 
Regulator.- 1otwithstand ing anything contained in any other provision of this Act, 
the Federa l Governmen t may, by notification in the official G<v.cttc, d irect that 
powers and l'unc t_ions of the Regul ator shall , under such circumstances or in such 
cases, as 111ay be specified in the notification , be exercised and performed by the 
f-ederal Government an d upon such noti ficat ion reference to the Regu lator in the 
re levant pro vis ions or this Act shall be construed as re ference to the f-ederal 
Governmen t and such pro vis ions shall have effect according ly. 

24. Power to levy fee etc.- - The Federal Government may levy and 
charge prescribed process ing fee for g rant of li cence or renewal o r· licence to a 
trade organisation and fo r examini ng performance reports, audited accounts and 
other documents submitted to the Fede ral Government or the Regu lato r. 

25. Penalty.- Where a pers.on con travenes any provision of this Act or 
any ru le or order made or any direction or instruction g iven theretindcr or obstructs 
any officer or person act ing under or in pursuance of any such provision, rule, order, 
direction or instruction , shall be li able to penalty whi ch may extend to one hundred 
thousand ru pees. 

26. Contt·avention by com1panies, etc.- Where a person contraveni ng 
o; !a iling to comply with , any provision o f this Act or any rule, order or direction 
made or issued thereunder is a company or other body corporate, every managing 
director, di rector, manager, secretary or other officer or agent thereof shall , unl ess 
he proves that the offence vvas committe·d without his knowledge or that he exercised 
clue diligence to prevent its comm ission , shall be li able to the penalty as provided lo r 
such contravention or f~1 i l u re. 
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27. Tn1de Org;lnbat ions Fund.-( I) There shall be established a lund 
to be kno,,·n as the Trad~ Organi:><~tions rune! which shall cons ist or ---

(a) grants made by the federal Go' ernmcnt and the Pro,·incial 
Go' ernment:>; 

(b) fees and penalties co llected by the Regulator; and 

(c) contributions from local and foreign donors or agencies. 

(2) The rederal Government shall make rules and regulations for utilizing 
aild incurring expenditures fi·om the Fund. 

(3) For the purpose of maintaining the Fund the Federal Government 
may open and maintain accounts at such scheduled banks as it may from time to 
time determine. 

28. Presumption as to orders.- Where an order purports to have 
been made or s igned by an authority or person in exercise of any power conferred 
by or under this Acl. a court shall presume that such order was so made by that 
authority or person. 

29. i\lode of recoYery.-Any sum imposed as penalty under this Act 
shall be recoverable as an arrear or land revenue. 

30. I ndcmn ity.- :\o suit, prosecution or other legal proceedings shall lie 
against any person for anything wh ich is, in good faith, done or intended to be done 
in pursuance of this Act or any rule or order made or any direction given thereunder. 

31 . Po"er to make r ules.-The Federal Government may, by notification 
in the official Ga~:cltc, make rules for carrying out purposes or this Act. 

32. Act to override other laws.- The provisions or th is Act shall have 
effect notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in any other law, for the 
time being in force. 

33. 1\ lcrge r of trade o1·ganisations.- Notwithstandi ng anything 
con tained in any other :a\\' for the time being in force or provisions contained in 
memorandum and articles or association of any trade organisation, the Federal 
Government may, by notification in official Gazette, direct any number of trade 
organisations to nH.:rge if' each or them is involved in the same or significantly 
simi lar trade, industry or services or any combination thereof: 
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Provided that i ft\'\'O or more trade organisations are involved in the same or 
significantly similar trade, industry or services or any combination thereof, their 
merger shall be determined by the Federal Government whose decision in thi s regard 
shall be final. 

34. Transitional provisions.-( I) All existing trade organisations, be fore 
making application for grant of licence under this Act, shall alter their memorandum 
and articles of associat;on or any existing arrangement and shal l take such other 
actions as arc necessary to bring the constitution, working and procedures of the 
existing trade organisations in conformity with provisions of this Act. 

(2) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act or any other law, for 
the time being in force, or provisions contained in the memorandum and arti cles of 
association of any trade organisation, in order to bring the composition of the 
Federation of Pakistan Chambers of Commerce and Industry, chambers and 
assoc iations in conformity with the provisions of this Act, the Federal Government 
may, within six months of the commencement of this Act, pass any orders deemed 
appt:Opriate for this purpose. Such orders may include, but not limited to, extension 
of ten ure of' th e off'ice bearers and committees or supersession of Executive 
Committee or appoi ntmcnt of administrator or annulment of elections of any trade 
organisation including the Federation of Pakistan Chambers of Commerce and 
Industry, held under the repealed ordinance or the order of the court. Simultaneously, 
with the passing of such order, the Federal Government shall issue schedule of 
election for the respective trade organisation. 

35. Repeal and savings.- On commencement of this Act,--

(a) the Trade Organisations Ordinance, 1961 (XLV of 1961 ), in its 
application to trade organisations with objects an¢ business not confined 
to one Province, shall stand repea led with e ffect from the 30th 
December, 2006; and 

(b) save as otherwise expressly provided, nothing in this Act, or any repeal 
effected thereby, shall affect or deemed to affect anything done, action 
taken, investigation and proceedings commenced and orders , rules, 
regulations, appointment, documents or agreements made, directions 
given, proceedings taken and instruments executed or issued under or 
in pursuance of the repealed ordinance and any such thing, ac ti on, 
investigation, proceedings, orders, rules, regulations, appointments, 
deeds, documents, directions, proceedings shall , if in Coree at the 
commencement of this Act and not inconsi stent with any of the 
provisions of this Act, continue to be in force and have effect as if it 
were respect ively done, taken, commenced, made, directed, given , 
executed or issued under corresponding provision of this Act. 
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36. Validation of actions etc.- Anything done, actions taken, orders 
passed, instruments made, proceedings initiated, processes or communications issued, 
powers con [erred, assumed, exercised by the Federal Government or Regulator on 
and after the 4th Octobl: r, 2007 and before the comme ncement of this Act shall be 
deemed to have been validl.Y done, made, issued, taken, ini tiated , co nfe rred, assu med 
and exercised and the provisions of this Act shall have, and shall be deemed always 
to have had, effect accordingly. 
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
